These agreements are actually for your protec-
tion, and are the result of legislation passed in
Michigan in 1994. Prior to that, in keeping
with Michigan license law, every Realtor in
Michigan operated as a sub-agent of the listing
agent and, hence, worked for the Seller, even
though he or she might never have even met
any of the Sellers whose properties he or she
showed to Buyers. Understandably, this format
confused Buyers, who r
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
